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BLOOD MOBILE SUCCESSFUL

What kind of volunteer service can be given while you are lying down? Giving blood, of course! Thirty 

three people were registered and 27 pints collected at the United Blood Services blood mobile held 

here on March 1st. This is a new record for us as we usually average 20 or fewer pints. The economy has 

affected blood donations also in Southern California. With layoffs hitting area companies ð fewer workers 

mean fewer donations for the mobile blood drives. When people feel uncertain about their futures, 

they are also less likely to roll up their sleeves and donate. Thank you to all those who donated blood, 

attempted to donate blood, and assisted in signing up donors. Our donations will help ensure that blood 

will be available for our families, friends, and neighbors when it is needed.

CALIFORNIA QUALITY DATA

On January 22nd, the Office of Statewide Health Planning and Development published hospital mortality 

rates for five surgical procedures and three medical conditions. State officials said they hoped making 

this information available publicly would help improve care. It can be accessed at www.oshpd.ca.gov and 

clicking on òAHRQ ð Inpatient Mortality Indicatorsó. Read the page on the data to help you understand that 

this information is just a starting point and not definitive when you look at the quality of care. The data has also 

been risk-adjusted, as some patients are sicker than others ð even with the same condition. Select the year 

(2006 or 2007) and the format you wish to look at. The data is offered by county, so scroll down almost to 

the bottom to find Ventura County.

If you should find that you (or a friend or neighbor) needs some assistance obtaining food or meals, 

there are several options available in Thousand Oaks. For all ages, the Manna food bank is located at 3020 

Crescent Way and their phone number is 805 497-4959. They have grocery staples for low-income families. 

A simple application and proof of income will allow you to pick up some food about every 4 weeks. 

Lutheran Social Services (805 497-6207) is the administrative arm behind the free evening meals offered 

at a different church each night of the week. It is offered at Holy Trinity on Monday nights and it is open to 

those who are homeless and those who may have a home but canõt quite cover additional food costs. For 

senior citizens, Meals on Wheels is available through Senior Concerns. This is a noontime meal offered for
