KIDS’ AND TEENS’ HEALTH

Texting Injuries? Research conducted last year in
two South African high schools showed that texting
using cell phones can damage your thumbs! Over half
of the 318 teens interviewed had at least one of the
symptoms of repetitive strain injuries — symptoms
include pain or tingling in their hands, neck, or back.
Some even complained of blisters from texting.
Thumbs are not quite as dexterous as other fingers
and cannot tolerate the repetitive movements required
in texting. (http://timesofindia.indiatimes.com/
articleshow/4329071)

The Journal of Adolescent Health reports new
research revealing that one in five 12 to |7 year olds
has “borrowed” or “lent” a prescription drug to a
friend. The most common type of shared medications
include allergy drugs, pain relievers, antibiotics, and
acne pills. There is a fair amount of emphasis on illegal
drugs, but also talk to your kids about the danger of
using prescription medications improperly. Taking or
lending medications could lead to serious side effects.
If your child thinks that he/she has a health problem
that requires medications, they should talk to you
first and then you can decide if a doctor needs to be
consulted.

Eating Disorders - Though many people are unhappy

with their weight, someone who starts to do things

that are emotionally or physically dangerous in order to
lose weight may have an eating disorder. Though most
common in teenage girls, there are more cases being
noted in teenage boys and middle-aged women. Eating
disorders are complex and can’t be diagnosed on a
one-time observation, but if you are concerned about
your child or a friend — please try to get them to seek
assistance with the problem.
Signs of an eating disorder may include:

* moving food around on the plate instead of eating it

* compulsive exercising

* going to the bathroom right after eating

* drastic weight loss

* eating a lot, often uncontrollably

* fear of gaining weight

* constantly talking about weight and food

* not getting menstrual periods

* eating only in private
People with eating disorders need help, or they can
get very sick. If you know someone you think may have
a problem, try talking to them and expressing your
concern. Encourage the person to talk to a parent,
counselor, or doctor about getting the help they need.
If it is your child’s friend, you may need to talk to their
parents, school guidance counselor, or school nurse

about the situation.

In the fall of 1989, a mood of protest against the government
grew across East Germany. In Leipzig, the protests focused
on street rallies on Monday evenings following the fiPeace
Prayer Serviceso at the Nicolaikirche in the heart of downtown
Leipzig. From 50 and then 200 participants, the Monday
demonstrations grew to 100,000 and in late October to
300,000 demonstrators. Ordinary people marched on the
fiRingstrasseo (the old ring street which circles the AiOId
City0) with an assortment of fichantso that came from
various participants. The marches remained non-violent and
by November, 1989, brought the fall of the East German
government and the opening of the iWallo in Berlin.

Leipzig-Gruenau through the 19806s and participated in a number of the Monday night prayer services and marches.
