February and Valentine’s Day conjure up visions 
of hearts (and chocolate!) – the kind of heart that 
represents love and also our physical hearts. This article 
won’t be about love, but about that organ beating in 
your chest and those blood vessels that supply the body. 
About the size of your fist and not looking anything like 
those glittery hearts on cards, your heart will be the 
most likely cause of your or your loved ones death. 80 
million Americans have some form of heart disease, 
according to the American Heart Association. Heart 
disease can affect men, women, old, and even not so old 
people. 

What can you do to help prevent either a heart 
attack or stroke?

• Know your numbers – cholesterol, blood pressure 
readings, blood sugar, BMI, etc. Work with your 
physician to get these numbers within normal limits.

• Stop smoking
• Eat a balanced diet with lots of whole grains, fruits, 

and vegetables and little fat and salt.
• Move around and exercise often
• Know your family history
• Know the warning signs and don’t ignore them

Warning Signs:
Heart Attack occurs when blood flow to part of the 
heart is interrupted and without that oxygen the heart 
muscle begins to die

• Pain – chest pain or pressure that may feel like 
heaviness or it may feel sharp. It may radiate to 
your jaw or shoulder. The pain can be continuous or 
come and go every few minutes. You may only feel 
jaw, neck, back, shoulder, or arm discomfort. The 

pain may come on suddenly and intensely or mild 
and gradually.

• Nausea/vomiting – you might just feel queasy or 
actually throw up.

• Cold sweat or chills
• Skin may appear grayish in color, especially the face
• Shortness of breath – you feel like you just can’t get 

enough air
• Dizziness or light-headedness

You can feel one or any combinations of these symptoms 
for a heart attack or a stroke.

Stroke occurs when blood flow to part of the brain 
is interrupted and without that oxygen the brain tissue 
begins to die

• Severe headache – the most intense head pain you 
have ever felt

• Slurred speech – or speaking may become difficult. 
You may have muscle drooping on one side of your 
face or drooling.

• Nausea/vomiting
• Loss of balance – dizziness or lack of coordination 

or unable to control muscles in legs
• Vision – can be blurred or eyelid(s) may become 

droopy
• Cold sweat or chills
• Numbness or weakness in a limb or on one side of 

your body
Call 911 to get help immediately.
Do not try to drive yourself, as your symptoms 
might progress and worsen.
The paramedics can begin your treatment on their 
arrival.

Tonsing to be recognized by SACHF 

Holy Trinity folks are welcome to join in honoring Fred Tonsing at 

California Lutheran University at 2:00 PM on Sunday, February 28, 2010. 

In the ceremony by the Scandinavian American Cultural & Historical 

Foundation and CLU, he will be recognized as the 2010 Outstanding 

Scandinavian American. 

Fred has been a long-time member of Holy Trinity and recently authored 

the Holy Trinity 50th anniversary book. That writing came on the heels of his 

producing the 50th anniversary book about California Lutheran University 

called “College of Our Dreams.” 

His strong Lutheran/Swedish roots go back to life in Kansas, then 

graduation from Midland (Lutheran) College in Nebraska, on to Pacific 

Lutheran Theological Seminary in Berkeley and then as a Lutheran pastor in 

Portland. After that, he earned his Ph.D. from UC-Santa Barbara. He joined 

the faculty of CLU (College then) in 1974 to teach religion, religious art and 

Greek, till he retired in 2003. He now teaches Greek at St. John’s Seminary in 

Camarillo. 

Several others from Holy Trinity will help honor Fred as the Outstanding 

Scandinavian American. 

More information will be shared about him during the February 28 event, 

including his being related to the famous flyer Amelia Earhart. And he will 

tell about that in a later free event—at 2:00 PM in the CLU Nelson Room on 

Sunday, May 23. The public is invited to that also. — Dick Londgren
