was googling the other day for devotion ideas for our Evangelism committee meeting
and came across this gem from Daily Devotions by Ron Newhouse. Iim sure you will
appreciate the insights this little story offers to all of us.

An owner of a small crossroads store was appointed the local postmaster. But
six months after his appointment, not one piece of mail had left the village. When
concerned postal officials from Washington investigated, the local postmaster
explained, 0Well, its simple; the bag ainit full yet.6

Once there was a church board that decided it wanted its congregation to grow
numerically. An evangelism committee was chosen. The first thing the committee did
was read every book and article they could find on church growth. The second was
to ask persons in the congregation what they thought of when they heard the word
oevangelism.6

They discovered that many people were unsure of what exactly evangelism
is. Some had negative images, thinking evangelism is people in the street shouting
orepent, repent, repent6 or handing tracts out to strangers. It was something other
churches did but not their church.

The evangelism committee was both surprised and challenged by the results of
their informal survey. The committee understood evangelism as something Jesus
commanded of all believers. They focused on Jesusi teaching: 0Go therefore and make
disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of
the Holy Spirit.6 (Matthew 28:19) Believing that the church should be always reaching
out to others, they devised a plan to attract new people to their church.

Full of enthusiasm, they shared their plans with the congregation only to get a
mixed reaction. Many of the members were like the postmaster who wouldnit deliver
the mail until the bag was full. 0Before we go after new members, we should try to
win back members already on our rolls,6 some said. ol like the church the way it is
now,0 said the others. Someone summed it up best: 0Who wants strangers in our
church? We should just stick to our own.6

May we not forget that Jesus is counting on you and me and our churches to help
Godis people experience his saving love. i submitted by Linda J. Pohlman

Forgiveness As A Healthy Need

Most books on healing and
spirituality will have a chapter or
section on forgiveness. In Matthew
9, Jesus shows us the relationship
between forgiveness and healing.
When a paralytic man is brought to
Jesus for healing, He tells him that
his sins are forgiven. Jesus responds
to the questioning religious of
leaders by saying, 0Which is easier to
say, Your sins are forgiveni or iGet
up and walki?6 Well, we know Jesus
can do both!

Forgiveness or un-forgiveness
is not always easy to recognize.
Sometimes we can be sure we
have forgiven someone for a hurt,
but something will happen and
we can start experiencing those
old feelings of anger, hurt, and/
or resentment. We may forgive
someone in our mind, but our
heart and spirit are still unhealed.
Harboring anger or hurt can make a
person physically sick. Who has not
experienced oheart-sicknesso after a
disagreement with a loved one?

Forgiveness is a process and it
requires time and healing. It starts
with a decision to forgive and not
necessarily waiting for our feelings

to move us to forgive. After your
decision to forgive someone,
you have to keep working at
not rehashing the event and its
accompanying bad feelings. Finally,
you must let it go and accept what
has happened and that you may
never understand why it did. Godis
help is available all through this
process to provide us the grace
and change of heart to truly forgive
others, as God has forgiven us.
Sometimes it is we ourselves
who cannot accept the forgiveness

of others, or even Godis forgiveness.

We are too filled with bitterness and
guilt to think we are worthy d and
our hearts hurt and our spirits hurt
and we feel the terrible distance.
How can you help yourself
or someone who cannot seem to
move towards giving or accepting
forgiveness? There are no easy
answers, but some things that may
help:
A Recognize the damage of un-
forgiveness and the benefit
of forgiveness to your health
0 mentally, physically, and
spiritually
A Remember that it is a process

and starts with a decision. Pray
for Godis help.

A Let it go and keep your eyes
looking in the right direction.
When God forgives our sins,
he casts them into the depths
where they are forgiven and
forgotten. Psalm 103 says 0As
far as the east is from the west,
so far has He removed our
transgressions from usé.

A Try to accept and forgive
ourselves for not living up to
expectations & our own or
others. Disappointments are
part of life and can help us to
grow. They do not have to keep
us from having joy and gratitude
in our lives.

A Accept that God has forgiven
you. Ephesians 4:32 says, 0Be
kind and compassionate to one
another forgiving each other, just
as in Christ God forgave youo.
