In high
school | would often attend
church with my friends and
went less and less often with my
family. In college I did not attend
church at all.

After college, when | moved
up to Thousand Oaks, | began
going to St. Paul Missouri synod
Lutheran with my family. | had
a difficult time at St. Paulis. |
couldnit understand why women
couldnit serve on the board of
elders or be priests, why this
church felt homosexuality was so
wrong, and how pressing social

On our first visit to Holy Trinity
we heard the GOOD NEWS
from Pastor Franké Godis good
news! It was amazing. | felt warm
and inspired. This is a place of
acceptance, hope and service. Itis
a place I am now happy to call
home.

Listening as Spiritual Care

Have you ever listened to someone & maybe talking
about a problem or issue that is in their life d and had that
person say how much better they felt after the conversation?
You may have felt you hadnit really done anything, but they
were so appreciative of being heard. Or have you ever
listened to someone and find your mind racing off to what
you think they are going to say next and preparing your
response and probably missing the half of what is being said?
One of the top reasons people join support groups is to find
someone who will really listen to them. We all want to be
heard, but we also need someone to listen!

Henri Nouwen, a priest/psychologist, says that
listening is a form of ospiritual hospitalityé wherein we
Opay full attention to others and welcome them into our
beingd. Talking with someone who is listening helps us feel
connected, clarifies confusion, and makes our burdens feel
lighter. You may be heard and feel empowered, reassured,
cared for, and/or supported.

Beth Taylor, a spiritual care researcher (2007), describes
four dimensions of listening:

A Intellectual which notes the factual content of what

the holy relationship and an awareness of a divine

We want to be heard not just at the word level, but the
eye, heart, and soul levels. Ms. Taylor also says the listening
may not only lead to a healing response, but may be a
healing response in itself.

To hear the intellectual, emotional, physical, and spiritual
aspects of what is being said is not easy. It will take some
practice and energy to focus on what is being said and not
said, and at being present with the other person. It takes a
little work to pay attention and quiet your own mind. You
may want to learn some techniques- like rephrasing- to help
you really hear what the other person is saying.

It is a different way of serving, this ospiritual hospitalityd,
and a way many of you already offer as service to others.

A Reread text for clarity and
correct spelling. Spell check
is good but does not correct
contextual errors.
